Major Policy Changes Announced,  
Address Hazing and Alcohol Abuse

If you are a regular consumer of 
news, you are undoubtedly aware that 
the Greek system is under siege on a na-
tional level. The range of crises includes 
numerous hazing-related deaths, require-
ments to be coed, universities not recog-

nizing single-gender memberships, etc. 
Sigma Chi Headquarters has been very 
proactive on many fronts of these issues. 
There was considerable background pro-
vided about the siege fraternities across 
the country are facing over misconduct 

arising from hazing and alcohol abuse. 
A webinar broadcast January 15, 2018, 
announced five new policies that are in 
response to the issues of concern and are 
an effort to be proactive to control our

Opting In: Connecting with Your

Wherever you are, in whichever decade you

Check out their 
events, and look to join in leadership roles, helping 
to build more Sigma Chi and Psi Psi advantages. 
You can find the clubs on the Sigma Chi website 
and in the monthly Magazine of Sigma Chi.
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own destiny. They are as follows:

1.	 Reinforcement of the prohibition of 
the presence of alcohol in connection 
with recruitment and pledging events.

2.	 Effective February 1, 2018, hard alco-
hol in chapter facilities is prohibited.

Exception: From February 1, 2018, 
through August 1, 2018, chapters may 
organize social events in chapter facili-
ties where hard alcohol is served only 
by a third-party vendor.

3.	 Effective August 1, 2018, all chapters 
must start and finish the pledge edu-
cation program within a period of five 
weeks.

4.	 Effective August 1, 2018, no social events 
with alcohol may occur while recruit-
ment or pledging operations are active.

5.	 Effective August 1, 2018, the maximum 
size of social events will be capped at 
three guests per member.

Note: Alumni are considered guests. In 
our case, where active undergrads typi-
cally number 75, a social event could 
have 75 members and 225 guests for a 
total of 300, subject to the maximum al-
lowed by fire code, which is 228 persons.

The new policy will be provided shortly 
at sigmachi.org/policychanges. There are 
many other rules which were covered, such 
as what constitutes a Sigma Chi facility, the 
definition of which is being extended be-
yond the formal chapter house to include 
off-campus houses and apartments that 
are occupied by active members of the lo-
cal Sigma Chi chapter. There are a host of 
potential conflicts with tailgating by alumni 
when undergrads are also present. Alumni 
reunions, such as Homecoming, which take 
place at the chapter house during the re-
cruitment or pledge training “dry period,” 
must also be alcohol-free.

It is important to note that, of the 61 
members of the National Interfraternity 
Council (NIC), local chapters are being 
lost at the rate of more than one per day. 
With 242 active Sigma Chi chapters, hav-
ing some 16,500 members, there are 117 
house corporation-owned facilities, a ca-
pacity of 5,157 live-ins. Occupancy in these 
facilities is 4,362 (85%) and only 1,715 of 
these occupants are over 21 (39%). Conse-
quently 61% of these occupants should not 
be consuming alcohol in any case.

–– Joseph Nelson Scholarship: adminis-
tered by SU.

–– Psi Psi Scholarship Fund: adminis-
tered by Sigma Chi Foundation.

We have an application process set 
up on the website, so we need a brother 
to update the application forms for the 
current year, assess what funds are avail-
able, solicit applications, evaluate them, 
and make an award recommendation at a 
board meeting.

Report from the House Corp.: January 2018
To manage the process of balancing 

required work and capital requirements, 
we work with a rolling ten-year capital re-
quirements plan. We reassess the condition 
of the physical plant and forecast the cost 
of doing the work. Here is a quick recap of 
what has taken place over the last ten years:

2008	 Perform major renovations prior 
to returning.

2011	 Upgrade internet access to a wi-
fi network.

2012	 Replace boilers with high-effi-
ciency boilers for domestic hot 
water and perimeter heat.

2013	 Install CCTV at exterior perim-
eter; do gut-to-frame rehab of 
ritual closet.

2015	 Complete gut-to-frame rehab 
of basement room under living 
room and replace the basement 
stairs.

2016	 Instal new electric service and 
new distribution panels; upgrade 
fire-protection risers; overhaul 
laundry room; add new roof over 
rear second-floor back bedroom 
and do a gut-to-frame rehab.

2017	 Rewire second- and third-floor 
outlets; replace lighting with LED 
fixtures; add new emergency 
lighting; extend fire protection 
into all bedrooms; install new 

fire alarm panel and devices; in-
stall fencing at rear property line; 
replace ice machine and freezer; 
upgrade internet access to fiber 
circuit with upgraded wi-fi.

With four years to pay off the term loan 
needed to cover the cost of completing the 
2016–2017 work, we have some time to 
consider what the next round of work will 
be. Here is a link to the current ten-year 
plan, which is on the psipsi.org website:

In summary, we have work to do on 
interior doors and hardware, replacement 
of the foyer and dining-room slate floors, 
gut-to-frame rehab of remaining basement 
rooms, major renovation of exterior enve-
lope (siding and roof), driveway repair, and 
basement foundation damp proofing.

Bottom line: keeping 737 Comstock Av-
enue in great shape is a worthwhile chal-
lenge to keep up with.
